TICA Intelligent Management System applies to products of all platforms of
TICA, including but not limited to the following: VRF unit, unitary unit, smart mini
water machine, etc., with each 8-inch screen connected with one type of
equipment or multiple types of equipment.

This intelligent management system involves an 8-inch centralized
management controller and relevant Android/iOS mobile Apps.

Based on the logic of the 8-inch screen centralized management controller, the
host is the centralized controller and the slave is the air conditioning unit. The

communication diagram is as follows:

3.2 Homepage — mode setting

Tap the arrow on the right of Set temperature - Cool to open the drop-down
menu for mode selection. The mode setting of the mini water machine is
different from that of the unitary unit or VRF unit in that it can automatically
identify the model to display corresponding mode setting. Select the

corresponding mode and save the setting on the screen.

The scenario
can be applied to the IDU selected. You can select the group to include all IDUs

in this group.

@ After the scenario is created, tap n to set the current scenario. The
scenario can be set for a total of 7 days from Monday to Sunday; there are
4 time periods for each day in which the target temperature can be set

respectively. Select the applied group or IDU and save it. Slide down to set

the value. After finishing the setup, tap I’ to fold the setting.
